Expanding the number of Farmworker Immersion Experiences for College/High School Students – spring/fall/winter breaks and summer experiences and planning the week’s immersion in collaboration with the National Coordinator and local leaders.
Assist in planning two Episcopal Visits each year involving  Bishop John Manz from the Conference of Bishops and a Mexican Bishop and the Pastoral Office of Migrants from the Archdiocese of Mexico.
Creating new CMFN resources developed by CMFN members & updating data base for CMFN members
Weekly updating of CMFN Web site and Facebook pages, helping with training webinars on new resources, e.g. .Women’s Empowerment Project.
To assist  in the preparation of the CMFN Network Newsletter through researching and talking with CMFN members throughout the country to submit articles, pictures and upcoming events and campaign/advocacy 
Farmworker Leadership Pastoral Courses- assist the Nation Coordinator in preparing for each Pastoral Course and attend the courses when possible
Communicating with different immigrant community identified leaders to develop interest and participation in the CMFN’s Women’s Empowerment Project – four sessions on self-esteem, human rights, domestic violence and human trafficking with artistic component – Spanish edition
Communicating with diocesan migrant minstry offices/ multi-cultural offices to share the 25th Anniversary free resources that can be sent by email: 
1)  migrant farmworker/rural immigrant power point presentation for education and discussion in local parishes and social concerns groups, 
2)  CMFN video that portrays the current needs and recommendations from the farmworkers on what they are asking of the local church,
3) Liturgical ideas and resources for masses in the farmworker camps or local parishes to celebrate the farmworkers and their contributions with their local bishop or local pastors,
4) Training leaders to use the Women’s Empowerment Project – new resource for farmworker/rural immigrant women.

To assist in the planning of the 25th Anniversary Celebration in Sacramento California Oct. 28-30, 2011 and participate with farmworkers, CMFN Members, CMFN Board of Directors, past Board Presidents of CMFN and three Bishops of the area.
